REQUIREMENTS FOR
CANDIDACY
7th or 8th grader
B average
at least 1 semester of enrollment
Have had NO evidence of cheating,
copying assignments, suspensions,
or altercations with the police or a
teacher in the last semester (90
scheduled school days before the
application is due).

We encourage all candidates to submit
their application packets, even if they have

not met every criterion. There is grace in
the scoring process, allowing candidates
the opportunity to earn points in various

areas and still be considered for
membership.
